Conceptual Drawing Grant

Parks Foundation Calgary believes strongly in helping
Calgarians enhance their communities. Through various grant
programs we offer a variety of ways to help communities realize
their goals.

The PartnerParks Conceptual Drawing Grant program
is intended to provide seed money for the development and en-
hancement of Calgary’s parks, playgrounds, pathways, natural
areas, and open spaces. The program supports projects that
provide signisicant bener-it to the continuation and enrichment
to Calgary’s parks and pathways. Up to $5,000.00 can be award-
ed to any non-proeit organization, club, league, educational in-
stitution, or group endorsed by an appropriate body to provide
seed money to hire a landscape architect to provide drawings
that reslect the vision which the group would like to create. The
architectural drawings also provide a preliminary cost estimate
for the project, and a drawing to show donors, stakeholders,
and city representatives during the eirst stages of approvals.
